The fortified wines 
are placed into glass tanks of around 50 litres and allowed to naturally 
oxidize over the next 10 months, then into a large oak tank for any blending 
and maturing. Yes, some of it goes to the “angels” in the form of 
evaporation, though cellar workers may also make a dent in the final volume.
